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Turn Radio On

Respond to a Private Conversation Call

When a Private Conversation Call is received,
two alert tones are heard, the LED blinks green,
the Call Received symbol () flashes, and “CALL
RECEIVD” is displayed and menu select item will
automatically display RESP.

1. Pressthe menu select button below RESP
button within 20 seconds after the call
indicators begin.

2. Press and hold the PTT button to talk.
Release the PTT button to listen.

3. Press the Home to hang up and return to
the Home screen.

Respond to a Call Alert Page

When you receive a call alert page you hear
four repeating alert tones and the LED blinks
green. The call received icon blinks and display
shows “PAGE RECEIVED”.

1. Press PTT or any button to clear the page.
