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The South Heidelberg Township Police department believes that engaging in Active Threat 
training is an absolute priority. This proactive instruction is extensive, and the upkeep on the 
evolving training is even more comprehensive. Our Officers are committed to staying prepared 
by learning the latest skills needed to respond to a threat of this kind.  It is the responsibility of  
all police departments to address and engage in the present dangers of modern police work. 
The primary goal is to ensure the continued partnership, trust and safety of our residents.  
 
An active threat is unlikely, yet this type of critical incident could occur in any educational,  
professional, commercial or residential environment. The South Heidelberg Police Department  
is taking proactive measures now to prepare, and if needed, engage and defend should  
a threat arise.  These drills will occur at multiple venues. 

 
The Active Threat course to be administered to 
our Officers is from the model designed by the 
Department of Homeland Security and instructed 
by the Federal Law Enforcement Training Center 
(FLETC).

-Officers will learn to respond as single Officers, in pairs, or in teams so as to mitigate any lag  
in response time.

-Officers are taught to eliminate the threat as the first priority to preserve life and clear the way  
for additional responders to quickly and effectively administer medical attention to victims. 
-Officers will receive extensive education on the history of the Mass Shooter so as to gain insight  
on the mindset of the threat making them better equipped to respond. 
-Officers learn how to handle threats from improvised explosive devices as well as firearms and  
other non-conventional weapons (Vehicles etc.)  
-The goal of the ATOT course is to make Officers confident in their ability to eliminate a threat  
as quickly as possible, preserve life and mitigate further harm to victims and potential victims. 
 
This training will be conducted by Fire Arms/Active Threat Instructor, Officer Kyle Patton.  
Officer Patton has served over 12 years with the 
South Heidelberg Police Department.
